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1. INTRODUCTION

Ireneinc Planning has been engaged by Grosvenor Holdings (Tas) Pty Ltd in relation to the
proposed development of the site at 59-61 Grosvenor Street, Sandy Bay. The application seeks
approval for the development of additional apartments at the rear of the existing buildings on the
site.

This report has been prepared based on the requirements of the Hobart Interim Planning Scheme
2015 referred to herein as the Scheme.

1.1 BACKGROUND

A previously approved planning permit (PLN-15-00253-01) dated 25 November 2015 applies to the
site whereby the proposal was examined against the provisions of the previous Hobart planning
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scheme, City of Hobart Planning Scheme 1982. A permit was granted for the demolition of the
existing two dwellings, and the construction of four dwellings, and a local shop.

The application was refused by Council, following receipt of 27 representations, but subsequently
approved by the RMPAT by consent memorandum. The representations were largely focused on the
proposed local shop and the impacts on the local area and the demolition of the buildings that
contribute to the character of the area. This application has been prepared as an alternative
proposal that addresses these concerns by retaining the existing buildings and excluding the local
shop.

LAND TITLES

The site is located on the north eastern corner of the junction between Grosvenor Street and
Alexander Street in Sandy Bay, with street frontage to the west. The proposal also relies on a
service connection located within the University of Tasmania’s title. The site subject to this
application consist of the following titles:

59 Grosvenor Street CT 55178/197 area = 736m?
61 Grosvenor Street CT 111774/1 area = 597m?
CT 111773/1 area = 159m?

2 Churchill Avenue CT 167424/1
(University of Tasmania land)

61 Grosvenor is divided into two titles, with CT 111773/1 providing a burdening easement in
favour of the University of Tasmania, which provides two-way vehicle access to the eastern
portion of the University of Tasmania campus.

Both 59 and 61 Grosvenor Street contain single storey brick dwellings fronting the street, currently
used as student accommodation (share house). The houses are both 1930’s bungalows, constructed
of exposed brickwork and gabled roof.

The application connects to the stormwater main located on the University land on the southern
side of the boundary with 61 Grosvenor Street. No other development or activities are proposed on
the University Land.
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
