Fees and Charges Omissions: City Governance, City

The purpose of this memorandum is to correct several omissions in three program 
areas which were identified following the Council’s resolution on 24 May 2021. 

The Council at its meeting of 24 May 2021 resolved the schedule of fees and 
charges for the City Governance, City Planning and Community Life Divisions be 
adopted for the 2021-22 financial year. 

Due to an administrative error, the schedules of fees and charges for the City 
Governance - Risk Management, City Planning - City Placemaking and Community 
Life - Doone Kennedy Hobart Aquatic Centre program areas omitted one, one and 
four fees respectively. 

For the purposes of expediency so this matter is considered by the Council at its next 
meeting on the 21 June 2021, the omitted fees are shown in the extracts below for 
approval via the Finance and Governance Committee rather than going through the 
individual subject matter committees. 

City Governance – Risk Management 

The schedule of fees and charges marked as Attachment C of item 6.4 of the Open 
Finance and Governance Committee agenda of 18 May 2021 omitted the fee for 
public liability insurance excess for uninsured hirers and permit holders of $500. 
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City Planning – City Placemaking 

The schedule of fees and charges marked as Attachment A of item 8.1 of the Open 
City Planning Committee agenda of 17 May 2021 omitted the new fee for 3D GIS 
Services – City Building 3D Model – Colour / Textured of $1,200.

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6.3 Outstanding Parking Debt - Clamping of Vehicles

Outstanding Parking Debt - Clamping of Vehicles  

 
At its meeting held on 15 May 2018, the Finance and Governance Committee 
recommended the following: 

ñThat: 1. The General Manager investigate owners of vehicles who have at least 3 
outstanding infringements of 90 days old to have their vehicles clamped. 

 

2. Costs associated with the clamping of vehicles and subsequent recoveries 
be charged to the owner of the vehicle. 

 

3. A warning be included in the second notice that the Council will clamp 
vehicles in the instance where 3 or more infringements exceeding 90 days 
are currently on the vehicle.ò 

 

A review of outstanding infringements owed by Tasmanian residents where the 
offender has accrued three or more infringements without payment indicates that 
there are 519 discrete offenders owing a combined total of $419,849.36 related to 
2,936 separate infringements.  This data is drawn from the 1 March 2020 to 
28 February 2021 time period and considers those infringements older than 90 days 
from issue. 

Given that the City of Hobart registers offenders under the powers authorised within 
the Monetary Penalties Enforcement Act 2005, the number of offenders and 
outstanding balance not being managed by the Monetary Penalties Enforcement 
Service (MPES) drops to 70 discrete offenders owing $35,214.40 related to 333 
separate infringements.  Should these 333 separate infringements remain 
outstanding, they will also be referred to MPES. 

MPES provides a suitable mechanism for recovery of outstanding infringement 
amounts owed by Tasmanian residents, accordingly, the relevance of clamping 
vehicles and justification for the associated cost is not supported.  In light of the 
aforementioned analysis, coupled with the typical cost of a clamp being between 
$400 - $600 each, it is uneconomical to purchase sufficient quantity of clamps and 
provide management of a clamping system. 

City Planning and City Mobility are also currently liaising with the Department of State 
Growth to provide suitable options for towing vehicles however, the current legislative 
provisions within the Local Government (Highways) Act 1982 at section 102 only 
provide for towing under narrow circumstances.   
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These circumstances include: remaining in a space without payment for more than 
24 hours; parking across multiple parking bays; obstructing a parking bay so that a 
vehicle cannot park within it; and, a vehicle is parked contrary to a No Standing or No 
Parking sign.  Further difficulties arise when considering that the Roads and Jetties 
Act 1935 limits the towing of a vehicle from a State controlled road only. 

RECOMMENDATION 

That the Council not pursue the clamping of vehicles for owners of vehicles 
who have at least three outstanding infringements of 90 days old.

At its meeting held on 20 May 2019, the Council resolved, inter alia, the following: 

ñThat investigations be undertaken with appropriate hotel and accommodation 
establishments for the use of Councilôs off-street parking facilities outside of 
normal business hours.ò 

As a capital city, Hobart benefits from night-time and overnight economic tourism.  
This in term provides opportunities for increased intermittent day use and overnight 
parking in the CBD.   

To facilitate potential overnight parking opportunities operational arrangements have 
been enacted at both Hobart Central Car Park and Trafalgar Car Park to enable 24/7 
access.  Today these services are provided to two (2) hotel and accommodation 
operators.   

City Parking staff are planning further operational enhancements and upgrades to all 
CBD off-street parking facilities that will enable further use of these and other 
services; with due consideration given to the presence of other commercial operators 
currently offering competitive overnight parking in the city.

1. Report Purpose and Community Benefit 

1.1. The purpose of this report is to recommend minor amendments be 
made to the Council Policy – Rate Postponements to ensure 
consistency with the revised City of Hobart Financial Hardship 
Assistance Policy.  

1.2. The revised Council Policy – Rate Postponements will continue to help 
ratepayers, who demonstrate financial hardship causing difficulty 
meeting rate payment obligations, access support measures as outlined 
in the City’s Financial Hardship Assistance Policy.   

2. Report Summary 

2.1. At its meeting on 23 March 2020, as part of its initial response to the 
COVID-19 emergency, Council resolved that ‘officers implement an 
amendment to the Council policy on Rate Postponements (which at the 
time applied only to pensioners) to provide a mechanism for other 
ratepayers in financial distress to apply for relief, subject to appropriate 
eligibility criteria’.  

2.2. At its meeting on 27 April 2020, the Council approved the rates City of 
Hobart Financial Hardship Assistance Policy, which was specifically 
designed to support the ratepayers of the City of Hobart through the 
COVID-19 pandemic and a rates relief support package for 2020-21 
that included waiving of penalties and interest, negotiated payment 
plans, formal postponements and remissions on application on a case 
by case basis in accordance with the Financial Hardship Assistance 
Policy.    

2.3. At its meeting on 22 March 2021, the Council approved a revised City of 
Hobart Financial Hardship Assistance Policy that removed references to 
the temporary COVID-19 rates remission scheme that had been put in 
place to assist people impacted by the public health emergency until 30 
June 2021.  The revised Financial Hardship Assistance Policy includes 
rate postponements as a support measure for those who demonstrate 
financial hardship causing difficulty meeting rate payment obligations.  

2.4. A revised version of the Council Policy – Rate Postponements is 
attached – refer Attachment A.  Minor amendments are recommended 
to remove specific references to the temporary COVID-19 support 
scheme and ensure consistency with the revised City of Hobart 
Financial Hardship Assistance Policy.   
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2.5 If approved, the amended Rate Postponement Policy will be made 
available from the City’s website.

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9. QUESTIONS WITHOUT NOTICE 
Section 29 of the Local Government (Meeting Procedures) Regulations 2015. 
File Ref: 13-1-10 
 
An Elected Member may ask a question without notice of the Chairman, 
another Elected Member, the Chief Executive Officer or the Chief Executive 
Officer’s representative, in line with the following procedures: 

1. The Chairman will refuse to accept a question without notice if it does not 
relate to the Terms of Reference of the Council committee at which it is 
asked. 

2. In putting a question without notice, an Elected Member must not: 

(i) offer an argument or opinion; or  
(ii) draw any inferences or make any imputations – except so far as may 

be necessary to explain the question. 

3. The Chairman must not permit any debate of a question without notice or 
its answer. 

4. The Chairman, Elected Members, Chief Executive Officer or Chief 
Executive Officer’s representative who is asked a question may decline 
to answer the question, if in the opinion of the respondent it is considered 
inappropriate due to its being unclear, insulting or improper. 

5. The Chairman may require a question to be put in writing. 

6. Where a question without notice is asked and answered at a meeting, 
both the question and the response will be recorded in the minutes of 
that meeting. 

7. Where a response is not able to be provided at the meeting, the question 
will be taken on notice and 

(i) the minutes of the meeting at which the question is asked will record 
the question and the fact that it has been taken on notice. 

(ii) a written response will be provided to all Elected Members, at the 
appropriate time. 

(iii) upon the answer to the question being circulated to Elected 
Members, both the question and the answer will be listed on the 
agenda for the next available ordinary meeting of the committee at 
which it was asked, where it will be listed for noting purposes only.
